Fresh from their second and third placings in last weekends opening round of the NZ Enduro Champs, local junior riders Dion Sheely and Rohan Blyde will be keen to prove their skills at their local venue.
Youth & Rookie Ladies have a 1.5 hour race starting at 9am. 
Clubman, Rookies, Classics & Ladies have a 2 hour race starting at 11.30am. 
Expert, Pro and Elite have a 2 – 2 ½ hour race starting at 2.45pm. 
Sign on is 1½ hours before the race. Prize-giving will be held at the end of each race. 
Maddix Park is a great GNCC course. The track is single track forest trail through regenerating native forest. As the track is mostly under the forest canopy and the soil is a sandy clay, the course isn’t usually dusty and there is plenty of traction. Just to make it a bit more interesting we also incorporate some of the local motocross track into the course. This also makes it a great place for spectators as well as great fun for riders.

These races are held over huge farmland or forestry, of which like last weekend they had to race over river beds with bolder's, water, climb banks and even bridges to go under and to top this off it is timed to the millisecond.  Dion has so far achieved a 1st and 2nd.  NZ Cross Country Series will begin soon.
Many wont be aware but Tauranga Motorcycle Club last year offered sponsorship - 4 young riders were successful with their applications and Tga MCC have had regular updates on their progress throughout the year, I include the latest reports received from them…… they have worked hard and deserve the placings that they have won through their dedication to a rewarding sport!

Saturday Feb 7th, which was the juniors race day was fine sunny and very hot. The track had been ripped and watered and as usual was pretty slippery for the practice sessions but developed well with a lot of ruts forming. Last year Cameron won the 8-10 85cc class in his first meeting on an 85, winning all three races. This year Cameron raced in the 11-12 85 class which had a full gate including Brandon Tipene the current National champ (who is shortly turning 13 years of age)
Race 1 Good start, 4th out of first corner and up to 3rd over the No1 jump, Brandon comes through and Cameron is back to 4th again, but chasing hard. A gap opens between him and 3rd place but he hangs in knowing his fitness is probably better than that of 2nd and 3rd. In lap 4 he gets 3rd and starts closing in on 2nd, mid way through the last lap he gets close and on the final corner of the race pushes his way through to take 2nd, very exciting for rider and family!!
Race 2 3rd out of first corner and with Brandon again going off the front Cameron can’t catch 2nd and finishes in 3rd. 
Race 3 Another good jump out of the gate and 3rd out of the first corner. Passes for 2nd half way through the first lap, but can’t close on Brandon, finishes 2nd.
This gave him 2nd overall for the day. After the disappointment of Woodville it was great to see the determination Cameron brought to this race day and the huge improvement in his rut riding. He had a good number of riders from the World and Development squads behind him and is very pleased with the result.
